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ABSTRACT 
During the February 10th, 2014 face-to-face meeting in Miami, FL, participants agreed to create a routing document that captures each of the proposed options with the same level of detail   The document would define the evaluation criteria and a provide matrix assessing the options against the evaluation criteria.  At the conclusion of the assessment a recommendation section would be included. 
This contribution builds on the content of IPNNI-2014-034 and IPNNI-2014-037R1, providing additional criteria points and minor revisions and clarification to the existing criteria list.

Listed below are the two criteria that require additional clarification: 
· Criteria: Specify interconnection information with finer granularity than the service provider level; specify different interconnection attributes for different groupings of a service provider’s numbers.
Proposed text to add for clarification: for example, one per NPA/XXX or LRN, One per TN, alternative routes, etc.
· Criteria: It is desirable to provide a mechanism for aggregation of routing information above the individual number level. 
Proposed text to add for clarification: for example, CO Code, NPA/NXX-X level.
Listed below are three criteria that should be added:
· Registration in common industry databases should only be made by the current service provider of record or an authorized agent for the service provider of record. 
· There is a need for service providers to exchange information for both primary and alternate routes.
· A solution cannot require additional significant investment to legacy systems.
