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ABSTRACT

This contribution proposes updates to IPNNI-2020-00010R013, the baseline that addresses SIP Resource-Priority Header (RPH) and Priority header signing in support of Emergency Services. The proposed technical updates address the following topics:
1. Development of NENA standards related to Next Generation PSAPs with regard to the processing of callback calls.

2. Clarifications regarding alternative architectures associated with callback calls.

Miscellaneous editorial changes are also proposed.
