3. Participants reviewed the Meeting Summary.

· 2014 Meeting Dates 
6. Ms. Conn noted that Executive Committee is reviewing some possible changes to the ACTA Meeting structure. The goal is to have the meetings be set up to be more responsive to various issues as they arise, rather than the current quarterly structure. The Secretariat will communicate the changes and upcoming meeting dates by the end of the year. 

7. Additionally, Ms. Conn noted that among other items, the Executive Committee intends to address the future of ACTA during 2014.  
· ACTA Leadership Elections 
8.  Ms. Conn reported that the Elections for the 2014-2016 ACTA Council and Chair had concluded. Mr. Lambert had been elected to serve in the role of Chair and Mr. Salinas, Mr. Mullen, Mr. Bipes, Mr. Bush and Mr. Haynes had been elected to serve in various roles as IS Reps. 
9. Ms. Conn congratulated those on their upcoming roles and noted that the website would be updated shortly to reflect the ACTA Leadership for 2014-2016. 

10. Ms. Conn also noted that this meant that today was Mr. Haynes’ last meeting as ACTA Chair. He was presented with a plaque from ATIS and TIA and was thanked for his many years of dedicated service to the Council. Other individuals in attendance echoed these sentiments and Mr. Haynes was given appropriate recognition by those in attendance. 
VI. Working Group Reports 

· ACTA WG on Enforcement

VII. Liaison Reports: 
· TR 41 Liaison Report – ACTA-13-021
14. Ms. Kramarikova presented ACTA-13-021 which contains a summary of the TR 41 meetings held in August and November. She noted that the liaison report is intended to provide a high level summary of the meetings and related follow-up information.  It is intended more as a current status update rather than a report on the specific results from each of the two meetings.  More details may be found in the individual Meeting Reports, which may be accessed from links on the TR-41 web page: http://www.tiaonline.org/all-standards/committees/tr-41.
15. It was noted that a significant news item for ACTA concerns the status of TIA’s petition for rulemaking requesting that the ANSI/TIA-4965 standard on Conversational Gain be adopted by reference into Part 68.317 of the Commission’s Rules to replace the outdated requirements for receiver volume control.  The User Premises Equipment Division (UPED) held an ex parte meeting with members of the FCC Disability Rights Office (DRO) on October 25, 2014 to discuss the status of the petition and answer any questions that the DRO might have.  TIA is happy to note that the public comment period and the reply comment period have ended with the record showing support from two stakeholder groups representing people with hearing loss and from the hearing aid industry.  Most importantly, there was no opposition to the proposal.

16. Ms. Kramarikova invited individuals with additional questions to contact herself or Mr. Whitesell, TR 41 Chair. 
· FCC Report 
17.  Mr. Burgee noted that the FCC is currently reviewing the ACTA Petition on VoIP Devices. He noted that there was no additional information to present at this time.  
· Industry Canada Report 

18. It was noted that no one from Industry Canada was present at the meeting to provide a report. 
VIII. Questions for the FCC
19. The question was raised if there was a target date to respond to the ACTA Petition on VoIP Devices. In response, Mr. Burgee noted that the FCC could not provide a timeline. 
IX. Old/New Business (Continued)   
· 2014 RPC Data Validation Program 
20.  Mr. Cassarino noted that the 2014 RPC Data Validation Program launched on November 1st with messages being sent to the ACTA-all email list, as well as all of the RPC points-of-contact. He noted that the early bird special runs until January 31, 2014. The Secretariat has already started to receive inquiries from the public on the program. Individuals with questions regarding the program are encouraged to contact the Secretariat. 
· ACTA Petition for Rulemaking on VoIP Devices – Update  - ACTA-13-019
21. Mr. Goode presented ACTA-13-019, which provides a summary of the activities to-date regarding the ACTA Petition for Rulemaking on VoIP Devices. Specifically, Mr. Goode noted that the Secretariat will continue to monitor this matter and will reach out to the FCC during early 2014 to see if there is any feedback/input to the ACTA petition based on the input it received.
22. Additionally, the question was raised what regulation does a wireless payphone fall under? Specifically, the question was raised if the payphone draws its dial-tone from PSTN does it need to follow Part 68 requirements? In response, it was suggested that ACTA submit a letter to put into an FCC docket containing information regarding this issue. (ACTION ITEM)
· Update on TIA’s Part 68 hearing aid compatibility petition for rulemaking – ACTA-13-020 
23. Mr. Scarpelli presented ACTA-13-020 which provided an update on TIA’s Part 68 HAC Petition for rulemaking. He noted that things have been progressing on this matter and they were getting wide support from a number of stakeholders. 

24. Specifically, Mr. Scarpelli noted that TIA provided a “shout out” to ACTA during its most recent meeting with the FCC and shared information about the WCB participation with the Council.  
25. Mr. Scarpelli noted that individuals with additional questions were encouraged to contact him or Mr. Whitesell.
