7.1. TR41 Liaison Report

It was noted that the ACTA sent correspondence to TR 41.9 in September 2018, asking if the TIA-168-C-1 updated equipment codes align with the definitions of ACS outlined in the Commission’s R&O and Order on Reconsideration. 

In a response received by the ACTA in November 2019, TIA 41.9 confirmed that these equipment codes do align with the definitions put forward by the Commission. 

It was noted that the TIA 41.9 also provided additional references, outside of Part 68, for FCC rules. It was noted that in conclusion, TR41.9 notes that some of the terms are not defined in the CFR FCC-68 rules (i.e., definition for “advanced communications services” (ACS) and the terms “interconnected VoIP service” and “non-interconnected VoIP service”) which may lead to the need for interpretation or clarification. These terms, however, may be defined in other FCC rules.
Action Item: Scott Lambert (Bureau Veritas) will provide these terms and references to the FCC, asking for clarification of their definitions. Mr. Lambert indicated that he would provide a draft response back to the Executive Committee for review prior to sending to James Szeliga (FCC).

7.2. FCC Report

It was noted that no correspondence had been received from the FCC.  It was further noted that during the TCB conference taking place in Baltimore, MD, the FCC did not present any material of impact to the ACTA.
7.3. ISED

It was noted that ISED did not present any material of impact to the ACTA or its activities during the TCB conference.
